The keyboards and even the drums dissolve into a mush. There are pitch warbling spots and dropouts, including two really nasty, long ones in Truckin' and Dark Star. Worst of all, I couldn't make out hardly a word Pigpen was singing during Good Lovin', and finally had to turn it off. I'll stick with my very speedy soundboard until a true upgrade comes along.

This is a Bertha remaster of the master SBD and is gorgeous -- every instrument is clear and channels are well-balanced; Keith's keyboard talents are particularly well shown. Performances are excellent: a nice Chinatown Shuffle and China > Rider in the first set, and one of my favorite Playin' in the Bands in the second. Jerry bends and holds notes longer than seems possible, and feedback is integrated beautifully into the melody. The second set ends with a very strong Truckin'. The third set is essentially an hour-long jam: the 30-minute Dark Star gets a little tiresome but the Caution jam is upbeat and intense.

Europe 72 reached number 24 in the Billboard album charts. The 3 LP set contains an eight page booklet containing photographs of the tour, a list of the Europe '72 shows, ads for t-shirts and LPs and Robert Hunter's (Choirmaster) brief piece about hypnocracy, St. Dilbert, Bozos and Bolos. Parts of the album were overdubbed after the tour. The three vinyl record album was sold for $4.99.  The working title for the album was "Stepping Out", based on the shoe drawing used on the cover.  The RIAA certified the album as "Gold" on December 14, 1972 and as "Platinum" and then as double "Platinum" on August 24, 2001.

The album was heavily overdubbed in the studio.  The onstage equipment setup was duplicated in the studio, to preserve the ambience, and used for the overdubs.  A number of recording defects are present on the album.  

Several of the songs on this album ("He's Gone", "Jack Straw", "Brown Eyed Women", "Ramble On Rose", "Mr. Charlie", and "Tennessee Jed") had been intended for a third studio album which was to be a continuation of the sentiments expressed on "Workingman's Dead" and "American Beauty";  this third studio album, tentatively entitled "Rambling Rose" was not recorded. Performances of Pigpen's "The Stranger (Two Souls In Communion)" and "Beat It On Down The Line" had been intended for the album, but were not included.

The last night of the Europe tour, and a cherished classic show for most reviewers. Vocals are a little bit distant and sound quality about average, but performances are stunning. Keith and Pigpen are esp. good (Two Souls, Chinatown Shuffle), and Playin' is positively mystical. Long pauses between songs are retained. Second set opens with the Truckin' used on Europe 72, which is better here (and given in its entire 18+ minutes). Truckin' and Morning Dew used on the album. 

See McNally, p. 436: Dennis Leonard, an Alembic employee more commonly known as Wizard, recorded this show with Betty Cantor from the equipment truck outside the hall. Both of them tripping intensely, he suggested she go inside and enjoy the last show of the tour. After she left, he noticed that a microphone was not coming through properly and "'realized I had to leave -- which you never, ever do. Close and lock the truck, go inside, fix the mike, and then I let go [of self-control] -- and they went into Morning Dew, and I can't leave. J.G. looks up and sees me and realizes the truck's empty. I nod, and he smiles! He's playing with his back to the audience, tears streaming down his face, the music playing the band, and the music recording itself. Ecstasy on every level."

Subject: Lots of Dead Jams

A very nice show. The standards are well done, and there are lots of jams, all good. Even the first set has some shorter jams. China Cat->I Know You Rider is a taste of what's to come. At the end of the first set, things get going with Not Fade Away->GDTRFB->Not Fade Away. This is followed directly by an amazing suite with THREE instances of the Other One, with some nice Phil spots: Truckin'->The Other One->Drums->The Other One->Jam->Morning Dew->The Other One->Sing Me Back Home. Hokey smoke, as Rocky the Flying Squirrel used to say. As a bonus, the organ and piano are clearly audible and balanced in this recording. For instance, on Morning Dew, you can hear both Pigpen on organ and Keith on piano, on opposite channels. It really adds to the depth of the ensemble performance that is the Grateful Dead.
